On Saturday, July 31st, 2010, Gray Wolf Kyokushin Martial Arts will be hosting a Clicker Tournament and Charity Event. 

The day will feature three events:

1. A Kick-A-Thon for Cancer Research. Participants will seek pledges in advance for kicking a padded post. Each participant will kick the post one time for each dollar pledged. Participants will receive a Pink Belt for being part of the fun. Prizes will be awarded to the highest pledge earners. All proceeds go to Cancer Research.
2. A Clicker Tournament. Divisions of six participants will be made in advance. Each member of the division will clicker fight each of the other members in their division in a round robin format. The top four competitors in each division will compete in a short single elimination tournament to determine 1st through 3rd place. Awards will be given for the top three competitors and all competitors will receive participation awards. ($10.00 Entry Fee, Separate From Pledges)
3. An on-going picnic will be happening throughout the day with a concession stand or bring your own food and refreshments.  (No Alcohol Allowed.)
Clicker Fighting

Clicker fighting is Kyokushin’s version of non-contact point fighting. Unlike the point fighting of other karate styles, where the competitors stop and restart after each point, a Clicker event lasts two minutes, without stopping. Each referee hold two counters, one for each fighter, and uses them to count the scoring techniques of each competitor (hence the name "Clicker"). The one with the most points at the end of the two minute round wins the fight. Clicker competition is also divided by rank and age.

Clicker Equipment

· All mandatory for all ages

· Head gear

· Mouth Guard

· Hand pads, cloth, vinyl or neoprene

· Shin and instep pads

Clicker Rules

· Absolutely no contact allowed with the face, head, neck or back.

· Controlled hand and leg techniques may be directed to the top and sides of the head, but must stop within 2 finger’s width away to count as a point.

· No kicks below the waist.

· Very light contact permitted to the body.

· Two referees and one arbitrator (in the event of a tie)
Tournament Format

· Divisions of six participants will be made in advance. 
· All efforts will be to have students matched by rank, age, and size. Some discrepancies will occur, but will be minimized.
· All fighters will compete against the other five fighters in their division.
· Top four in each division will fight for 1st through 3rd places.
· Plan on a minimum of five fights. Once, a division starts please do not leave the ring area and stay ready.
· Please bring water and be prepared for heat. (The tournament will be held outdoors.)
